Bread War Looms
Portland, Dec. 23. OP) Bak-

ery unionists predicted a bread
price war today because major
bakeries cut the cost of a

loaf from 14 to 13 cents
or two for 25 cents.

Tha new row between the admin-
istration and the utilities seems to
be boiling down to a duel between
SEC Chairman Jerome N. Prank and
the utilities' chief champion, Wen-

dell L. Wlllkle, of Commonwealth
and Southern. Pointing to the St.
Lawrence river project and the pro-

posed national defense grid system.
Winkle has lately been warning of
another new deal offensive on the
power front. FranV- and his hench-
men reply that Winkle's warnings are
only a cloak for an assault on the
EEC's holding company integration
program.

Prank hopes to beat Wlllkle with
Justice William O. Douglas' old
"divide and rule" strategy. Other
utilities leaders, such as Floyd L.

Carlisle, of Ni agar a--Hudson, and
Floyd Odium, whose Atlas corpora-

tion controls the Utilities Power and
Light, are being anxiously courted
by the new deal. The new dealers
claim that the first response has
been favorable, and that the rest
of the Industry will not go along
with Wlllkle. Meanwhile, Wlllkle Is

firmly convinced that the other
utilities executives are with him to
a man.

The row la already reaching the
stage of The new deal-
ers say that Wlllkle Is stirring up
the utilities men to Increase his own
nuisance valur, because he wants to
sell his Soutl.ern properties to the
TVA at a good price. Wlllkle coun-
ters that the pressure to sell his
Southern properties comes from the
SEC. Meanwhile, political consider-
ations fortunately make the new
dealers desire to avoid a grand bust-u- p

with the power business. If it
were not for this, a grand bust-u- p

would be certain.

Washington, Dec. 23. The
fact that the solicitor general-
ship of the United States was
offered to Benjamin V. Cohen
is at least a proof of the Presi-
dent's political courage. Co-

hen's brilliance as a lawyer is

acknowledged by his friends and
enemies. He would have made
an admirable solicitor general.
But, being the less known, he
is probably the more distrusted
member of the celebrated team
of Corcoran and Cohen. The
presentation of hfs name to the
senate would have been the
signal for a record anti-ne- deal
uproar.

The President made the offer
in the clearest terms, although
not directly to Cohen. Previous-
ly, the present solicitor general,
Robert H. Jackson, had asked
Cohen to be his assistant. Co-

hen, knowing this would have
put him in line for promotion,
turned Jackson down on the
double ground that he did not
wish to embarrass the President
and preferred his work as coun
sel to national power policy
committee. Cohen refused the
President for the same reason,
although his new deal cronies
pressed him hard.

It was Cohen's refusal of the place.
which was unexpected, that opened
the way for Judge Francis Blddle, of
tne Philadelphia circuit court of
appeals. When Prank Murphy leaves
the attorney generalship for the
supreme court and Bob Jackson
moves up Into the attorney general's
office, Blddl la slated for the solici
tor generalship. Thla la In accord
with a tentative promise made Blddle
by the president at time of hit
appointment to the circuit court.

The prospect of a vacancy on the
circuit court, incidentally, caused an
amusing patronage row. Poor Sena- -
tor Joseph P. Guffey, frantically try
ing to mend his Pennsylvania fences,
wanted the circuit court Judgeship
for common Pleas Judge John Mc- -
Cann, of Cambria county.

Jack Kelly, the Philadelphia lead
er, presented Dean Herbert Goodrich,
of the University of Pennsylvania law
school, aa his candidate. The admin
istration, perhaps feeling that obli
gations to Guffey had been paid In
full, seems to have plumped for
Goodrich. The Guffeyltes are now
piously declaring that Goodrich was
their choice from the start.

It Joseph P. Kennedy Is correct,
the fate of the British shipping
convoys I the thing to watch for
tn the war news. Our mercurial am-
bassador to England has atated that
England and France are sure to win,
unless the Germans can cut off their
supplies by air and submarine at-

tacks on the great convoys of mer-

chantmen into which trade to the
allies Is being organized.

Kennedy's optimism about the
military picture does not affect his
conviction that general ruin will
follow the war. Besides being gloomy,
he Is not very well, having been
ordered by his doctors to take a
thorough rest cure while In this
country.

a mask pretty effectually I
catches the moisture droplets
in your cough, sneeze or con-
versational spray and hence pre-
vents spread of the infection in
the usual manner.

cidence of nasal allergy- - in the
general population and the even
greater frequency of chronic
rhinitis (sometimes vulgarly call-
ed chronic catarrh) we might
manage to prevent a large part
of the Illness from respiratory
infections which keeps the doc-
tors busy.
