Social legislation may be a some-
what subordinate theme in the|
final congressional session of
President Roosevelt's second
term.

The administration program
in that fleld generally Is re.
garded as about complete, and
except for possible reflnements,
probably will not be stressed
at the coming session of con-
gress.

will not be forgotten by the
legislators, For instance:

1. Unemployment and rellef
remain major problems,

2. Proponents of blgger pen-
slons for e aged still are vocal
despite thumping defeals of
plans of the “ham and egpy’
variety in California and Ohio
elections.

3. Presldent Roosevelt has
suggested a program of federal
ald for moderate cost hospitals
which may be substituted, at
leaxt temporarily, for the more
ambitions Wagner federal health
program.
