OREGON'S LABOR LAW

VIOLATES RIGHTS IS

Salem, Jan. 11 (JP) Ore
gon's law regulating 1 a b o
abridges freedom of speech and
the press, it was charged
briefs filed with the supreme
court yesterday by the American
Federation of Labor and the "big
four railroad brotherhoods.

The briefs, drawn by five at-

torneys, Including Joseph A.

Padway, AFL general counsel
declared the law, passed by the
people in November, 1D38, was
unconstitutional on six points
and branded It as a "legislative
threat" to the existence of unions
without parallel In America.

The law, the action charged
violates "protected rights
working people to Join and con
duct labor- unions," deprives
unions of the due process of law,
abridges freedom of speech and
press, conflicts with congres-
sional statutes, Is vague and "not
reasonably susceptible of ascer
tainment or application and em
braces subjects not referred to
in the act's title.

A special three-Judg- e circuit
court found the law constitu
tional July 8, 1939. IU passage
followed a campaign against
labor terrorism that resulted In
the arrest of mora than 100 per
sons.
