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Two special investigators turned
up “dirt” in the WPA opera-
tions in Washington state and
gave the ways and means com-
mittee ammunition to oppose a
large sum for relief. Nothing
off-calor was found in Oregon,

Waste, politics and something
like graft appears in the report
of the investigators. Material of
WPA was taken and hauled in
WPA trucks and used on pri-
vate property (the same practice
that prevalled in Louisiana be-
fore the federal government
moved in); thousands of tolls
for WPA workers were bought
beyond the requirements, such
at 6388 long-handle shovels,
500 rakes to rake leaves, 1771
railroad picks, 342 squarepoint
shovels, 2020 mattocks, 110 sew
ing machines, ete. To get rid of
wheelbarrows an  acetylene
torch was used to cul z sec-
tlon out of each wheel and
split the frame.

At Vancouver unauthorized
work was performed at direc
tion of city superintendent on
private property: at Tacoma,
Olympia, Seattle, Montesano,
Ypkima, Everett, Bellingham,
Mount  Vernon, Spokane and
other places WPA was a “good
thing™ which furnished any-
thing from free labor and ma:
terinls to gasoline

officials and their wives gave
teas.
