That apparently was the
signal for greater use of Negro
aclors in pictures,

On the stage there never was
n seagon in which the artistry.
'of Negro players did not add to
theatrical history. Such presen-
tations as “Porgy and Bess.'
“The Green Pastures, “Porgy"
and “Four Saints in Three Acts"
have made the public aware of
the talent of the Negro.

Yet, until 1840, the cinema
was conlent to relegate the Ne-
gro player to minor jobs of com-
ic relief. That is not true todoy.

An outstanding example of a
Negro player who has risen to
almost starring proportions in a
short time is Eddie Anderson,
the Rochester of radio and
movies.

These, however, are not the
only Negro rsonalities who
have appen or are mvailable
to appear on the screen. The
movies can draw upon Paul
Robeson, Bill Robinson, Willie
Best, Loulse Beavers, Ethel Wa.
ters, Louis Armstrong, Rex In-
gram and others who rank as
experienced actors and singers.
