Salem U.R) A man who
raises bees for a Living is actual
ly a farmer and It therefore en
titled to use a truck In hauling
honey on an exempt farmer I!
cense, the attorney general has
ruled.

In 1024 the attorney general!
ruled that an apiarist was not a
farmer and therefore was not
entitled to such a privilege. J.
D. Mtckle, director of the state
department of agriculture, con-
vinced the attorney general ot
his error by citing statistics com-
piled at the state college show-
ing that bees are largely re-

sponsible for pollination of
crops valued at 912,868,738.
