TRADE OBSTACLES

Plea Made For Cooperative
Effort Meeting Her
Annually Is Suggested.

Seattle (U.PJ Cooperative lib-
eralization of farm produce
grades and standards and elimi-
nation of barriers among the
states were u;ged here in the
recent western standardization
conference.

Representatives of the agri-
culture departments of Oregon,
Washington, California and Ida-
ho heard Frank McKennon,
chief of the division of plant
Industry of the Oregon depart-
ment of agriculture, ask for the
appointment of permanent
committee to study grade dif-

ferences and make recommen-
dations to the next meeting of
the conferenco.

McKennon said It might be
possible to have the committee
meet annually at Medford, Ore.,
because of its central location.

Purpose Told
He advised the group to

that the purpose of

grades and standards is to
protect the consumer ana tne
producer and warned that too
drastic regulations ana inter- -

; would achieve the opposite re--

suit.
"Our standardization laws

should attempt to anticipate
what the consumer wants and
not be used as a club with
which to cram down his unwill
ing throat our sacred standard
ized products and theories,
McKennon said.

"A sound standardization law
should assist our producers in
meeting the demands of the
consumer, regardless of what
he want and wherever he may
be, and not be a sort of sancti-
fied dogma with which we are
to evangelize the world.

"Some radical legislation u
passed under a smoke-scree- n of
protecting the consumer, when
the actual 'oomph' behind the
law is a desire on the part of
short-sighte- d localities to place
a skull and cross-bone- s on the
produce of the other states,
he explained.

Headache
McKennon said that Oregon's

experience with drastic stand-
ardization laws had been
headache and the present de--

Dartment of agriculture Is com
mitted to liberalized program.
He urged the states to adopt
uniform grades and standards
based as much as possible on
the U. S. standards.

Asking for a free exchange
of information among the sev-

eral agriculture departments, he
said:

It seems to me that wt can
all Improve in respect to keep
ing the officials of our neigh
boring states informed as to any
new laws, quarantines, regula-
tions or Interpretations, the en-

forcement or application of
which might affect the free
flow of our various products
in Interstate commerce.

"Conditions are seldom so
critical that we do not have
time to permit the other states'
shippers an opportunity to ad-

just themselves. I would suggest
that the agricultural interests of
our various states art entitled
to Intelligent advice and leader-
ship from our group, to the end
that bureaucratic red tape may
be reduced to a minimum, the
free flow of interstate com-
merce accelerated and the price-
less heritage of free trade, as
provided for in our constitution.
be given its proper value."

KEY DEFENSES

IN BAY STATE

Boston (U.R The importance j

of Massachusetts as a key sector
in the nations defense system
is growing as the army and
navy presses construction of air
and sea bases, warships and
munitions.

With present facilities of the
Boston navy yard heavily taxed
by construction of new warships
and renovation and moderniza-
tion of ships of the fleet, a new
navy yard at South Boston Is

being hurried toward comple
tion.

Primary construction at the
army's new northeastern air
base is well under way, and
the size of the navy's air base
at Squantum on Boston's south
shore is being tripled. On these,
in event of war, would depend
protection of New England's
factories, important cogs in the
nation's munitions industry.

Factories are busy turning
out orders for the army and
navy as the program to com-

plete the services' necessary
stores of war materials con-
tinues. The Watertown and
Springfield arsenals are work-
ing night and day, the former
turning out coastal defense,

and other large
caliber guns; the latter, Garand
rifles and small arms.
