Commenting on trout fishing
in the Rogue, Wharton says,
“The water Is extremely low
and clear and we would advise
using small flies and very small
leaders, One disadvantage in us-
ing very small flies is hooklng
so many fingerling steelhead
and salmon which must be care
fully released without injury i
they are to survive and grow
up. This can be easily accom-
plished when caught on flies, as
they are usually lightly hooked
on the edge of the mouth and
can be easily shaken off with.
out handling."
