Washington, July 10—P—
A projecied purchase of 629
light tanks, which would give
of nearly
1,700 light and medium tanks
for its new armored corps and
other mechanized units, was
disclosed today at the war de
partment.

The army has on hand today
402 light and medium tanks
and combat cars constructed
within the past four years.

The army also has placed or-
ders for 552 light tanks to be
purchased with 1040 funds. In
addition, there are some me-
dium and heavy tank purchases
contemplated,

The new armored corps auth-
orized last week will have a
tolal of 1,400 armaored wehicles
at the beginning, and some
sources anticipate that the num-
ber of vehicles may be increas
ed later. In nddition, mech-
snized equipment will be used
in other types of army units.
