FURIOUS BATTLE

SFES MANY NAZS
PLANES DONNED

R. A. F. Member Says Foe
Seemed to Come From All
Directions; Many Witness

By the Associated Press.

London, July 24.—(F—A
furious battle involving 60
planes fought over
Thames estuary today when
Germans attacked a merchant
convoy and were scattercd by
a swarm of British fighters.

Britlsh commuriques said six
of the German planes engaged
in that attack were shot down
and three others were shot
down in raids over the north-
west const and southeast Scot-
land—nine in all

The air ministry said
were shot down in the south-
eastern raid by fighters and
one by antiaircraft. while an-
other report said a sixth plane
was foreed into the sea in a
subsequent chase.
