States has a new weapon today
for combatting the Invasion of
the Japanese beetle that began
24 years ago along the Atlantic
coast.

TVia Dftu.rnm.nt l flffhtlnff
the invaders the little brown
and green Insects with what
it Hpgerihes as a "new and
deadly disease" developed by
department of agriculture scien
tists.

Th. ftonartment emphasized
that the battle is far from won
and warned that long, hard
fight remains before victory can
be achieved. Large scale tests
of the new weapon, however,
have given "very promising re-

sults," it was said.
These insect invaders are

the most destructive
ever to enter the country; dam-

age runs Into millions of dol-

lars a year. All efforts to check
their advance heretofore nave

proved ineffective, although
mllllnna of dollars have been

spent In the campaign.
The new weapon was devel-

oped by scientists of the field
.fotinn et th. hureau of ento
mology and plant quaratlne at
Moorestown, N. J. it provea
fectlve In secret, experimental
use last year In New Jersey.

The weaoon is the "milky"
disease caused by bacteria.
These disease bacteria have
been Isolated and used to make
an inocolum to be injected Into

healthy beetle grubs.
The bodies of grubs that were

killed as a result of such Inocu-

lation are ground and mixed
with talc and dusted over the
ground, or placed in the soil,
u,h.r th. .rubs are feeding.
A feeding grub takes up the
disease germs which reproduce
In tremendous numbers until
there ara enough of them to
kill it.

r.mha killed bv the disease
turn milkv white, and disinte
grate, leaving little heaps of
disease germs to be picked up
by the next grubs that con
along. Thus the grubs spreaC
the disease.
