On February 10, 1928, the Democratic United States
Senators listed below, voted against a third term for any
President of the United States, and approved the following
Senate Resolution:

"Resolved, That It Is the sense of the Senate that the
precedent established by Washington and other Presidents
of the United States in retiring from Presidential office
after their second term has become, by universal concur-

rence, a part of our republican system of government,
and that any departure from this d custom
would be unwise, unpatriotic, and fraught with peril to our
free Institutions." Congressional Record, February 10,
1928.
