for his flight to Germany,

time Bergdoll was courtmar-tialc- d

as an army deserter, a
state of war existed between the
United States and Germany.

"Notwithstanding the fact that
at the time of sentence, hostili-
ties between the United States
and Germany had long ceased
he said, "a state of war between
the two countries still con
tinued."
