If too many stresses are
avoided It will be much simpler,
she thinks.

She sums up her case for tha
"Banner" aa follows: "I believe
it is as much a patriotic duty
to know the national anthem aa
It is to vote. And 'while we're
singing It we may as well do
a good Job of it and enjoy our
selves. "The Star Spangled
Banner" la a beautiful song, and
I don't think, with all due re
spect to the newer pieces, that
anything can ever replace it as
our national anthem.
