One way lay cooperation with
America westernization of the
country with the concomitant
relegation of Japan to a sec
ondary role in world affairs.
since, as a westernized democ-
racy, the Japs could never hope
to be more than an Imitation.

The other way lay jingoism
the pursuit ot the policy laid
down by Jlmmu Tenno, Japan's
first emperor, who ruled some
26 centuries ago, and who, like
the present emperor, Hirohlto,
Is firmly believed by the Japs
to be a direct descendant of the
sun goddess.

Jimmu Tenno s most memora
ble words to his people were,
"We shall build our capital all
over the world. We shall make
the whole world our dominion."

The lingos who had seized
control of the present Japanese
government realized there was
no turning back, tuner ine
westernization they so haled,
In which Japan could be only
an imitator, not a leader, was
to continue, or Japan would
have to find, through a cata-

clysm if necessary, a truly
Japanese role In which she
could star,

Perhaps they figured that
no catastrophe even aeieai
could be worse than westerni
zation.' The majority of Jap.
anese, who are essentially a
kindly, sensitive, U.
people, were disregarded, since
they have little voice In their
government. Now, their fanatic
devotion to the emperor win
cause them to follow where
they are led.
