Fixed behind the gun Bights,
it will record action high above
tne clouds when one pursuit
plane Jockeys Into position "on
the tail" of another snd sends
an imaginary burst of buhets
Into the quarry.

Used In World War
The use of gun camt-ra- s dates

back to the first World war. out
the ones now In use, like the
latest aerial cannon, ate far su-

perior to the first equipment.
Earlier gun cameras, mounted
on machine gun rests necessi-
tated removal of part of a plane's
armament

Today the camera may be car-
ried into actual combat and
works simultaneously with the
guns to provide a vivid record
ol the fray.

A recently developed "over-
run' device keeps the camera
running after the pilot takes his
finger off the trigger switch of
his guns. He will be able to
follow an enemy plant) down to
Its crash when it goes out of
control and the camera lens will
record the sequence.

Army officials expect this de
vice to help In verifying the de
struction of enemy airs-hip-

The new GSAP cimera Is

electrically driven, equipped
vnn a film magazine,
using standard black and white
IS millmeter motion picture
film. The pilot can vary the
speed with a reset knob and
compensate for atmoipnerlc con
ditions with aperture controls
tor bright, hazy and dull
weather.

In the intense cold of high
altitudes the lens may be heated
electrically for protection.
