MacKenzie; Hitler's Woes

By DeWltt MacKenale
(Wide World War Analyst) of

Today's report of the progress
the battle of the Pacific Is

re-ru-n of yesterday's record
continuation of Japanese suc

cess.
The sum-tota- l of this Is that

the Mikado's forces gradually
are extending their Island bases
towards Java and Sumatra and
Singapore the chief prizes
which they seek at this juncture

and are getting set for a ma-

jor onslaught on these great ob-

jectives.
If the Japs gain these goals,

they will have fresh sinews of
war which are likely to carry
them far. The crucial allied
weakness in the air becomes a
more marked daily. We are told
that both American and British
reinforcements are on the way
to the far east, but whether they
include the vital warplanet Is
not disclosed.

Despite this temporarily
gloomy picture, one of the most
reassuring pronouncements of
recent days Is Secretary of the
Navy Knox's declaration that
the Japanese assault won't be
allowed to distract this coun
try's attention from the first
business at hand the destruc
tion of Hitler.

That done," says Colonel
Knox bluntly, "the while axis
fabric will collapse."

Probably the colonel, being a
two-fiste-d Individual himself,
would be the last to claim that
this medicine Is easy for our
people to take. They want retrl
button for the barbaric murder
of American civilians and fight
Ing men. Still, like It or not, the
secretary Is giving the common
sense of the thing a view held
by all the allied military com'
mands.

Colonel ' Knot'i statement
comes at a time when Hitler's
difficulties might encourage a
popular demand for a diversion
of allied fighting forces to the
far east

That Is what the fuehrer Is
praying we will do. It takes de-

termination not to, but It la the
only strategy which can give us
certain victory In a reasonable
length of time. We can bomb
Tokyo after we have the nazi
chief under lock and key or
whatever It it they do with peo-

ple of his Ilk.
The Jobian woes of Hitler are

so many that one wonders
whether perchance he hasn't In-

vented tome of them to throw
ut off the trail. Dally the Rus-
sians continue to throw back his
weakened lines, and the winter
take Its terrible toll of life.
Spotted typhus, the scourge of
armies, has spread to many
parts of eastern Europe and now
It reported to have reached Cer
many. This plague can be more
devastating than are tanks and
airplanes.

The tale of Hitler's quarrel
with hit high command grows
bigger.

Ter
orism against nazi troops of oc-
