Normal Life Strangled
Looting Rampant Nips

Take Everything Usable.

With the U. S. Army, Batan

Front, Jan. 24. (DelayedMAP)
Terrors of repression, which

invariably follow th Japanese
military, have been extended to
the occupied portions of Luton,
according to secret reports from
Manila and other points behind
the invaders lines.

Reading between the lines of
Manila's puppet newspapers
gives one a picture of a city in
which normal life is strangled
and looting is widespread; a pic
ture of a city in which the la
vaders are seising everything
usable In their work of spread-
ing death and destruction.

Many Death Decrees
Three newspapers are known

to be publishing in Manila, in
eluding the Philippine-owne- d

English language Tribune; the
Tagalog Dialect Taliba, and the
new Japanese-owne- d English
language Sunday News. In these
the news is limited virtually to
Dome! (Japanese news agency)
foreign news, to edicts of the
local Japanese military, and to
social notes.

The latest Issues publish IT
offenses which are punishable
by death. These Include:

Rebellion against Japanese
forces; intentionally false guid
ing of Japanese forces, warships
or transports; espionage, be
trayal of vital military secrets
to the enemy; distribution of
files of information; spreading
of wild rumors of military im
portance; destruction of roads,
bridges, public utilities, military
signs, clothing, provisions or
fuel; destruction of livestock
stealing of arms, ammunition,
provisions or clothing; looting;
robbery; murder; arson; sedi-
tion; disturbance of th peaoe;
pollution of water; killing or in
juring of any Japanese soldier
or civilian employe; counter-
feiting of military notes; refusal
to accept them or hindering cir-
culation; assisting a violator of
martial law to escape; refusal
to obey any orders Issued by
the Japanese forces; suggesting
or assisting in any of th above
acts.

Indicating th further intern-
ment of American and British

laiihlerta. the nansra nrrfarH
those not yet Interned to report
to Santo Tomas university,
where some 3,000 American and
British men, women and chil-
dren are already confined, in-

cluding R. P. Cronln, Jr., and
Russell Brines, both of th As-
sociated Press.
