V-E Day Forecasts

While economists and other experts are coming
forth almost daily with predictions of what may be
expected after Germany folds, a recent survey of
data furnished by war agencies and regular govern-
ment departments provides probably the best infor-
mation available on a subject now uppermost in many
minds.

The document, according to the Wall Street Jour-
nal, is now in the hands of the Office of War Infor-
mation, apparently for'its private guidance, and not
for puhlic distribution.

While dislocations in civilian life are likely to be
widespread, and in some instances serious after
“Vietory in Europe Day," the report is generally opti-
mistic.

Employment: Some 5,000,000 workers will
change jobs during the first year with peacetime job
prospects better six months after the war end than
