take chance on another Hard
ing."

Speaking at Et Paso, Tex.,
from the platform of his special
car, Truman, the Demoratlc
nominee for said
he was willing "to trust the
Judgment and common sense of
the American people to decide
who Is going to finish this war
and who Is going to be responsi-
ble for making a peace lasting
long enough so our grandsons
won't have to do It over again."

"Harding made no stand on
peace.
