cess of the invasion, were re-

leased by censorship for the first
time today.

The size of the task can be
imagined as comparable to build-
ing the Mobile, Ala., harbor at
New Orleans and then towing it
into position.- - Moreover, these
harbors were built under the
nose of the enemy.

They were put to use for un-

loading seagoing vessels along
lonely stretches of French
beaches where little more than
rowboats ever had discharged
cargoes before.

The British harbor worked
fully but the American harbor,
which was laid by Capt. Augus-
tus Clarke of the U. S. navy,
was hit by heavy storm which
bypassed the British one.

The Idea for the harbors was
partly that of Prime Minister
Winston Churchill, who helped
work out the plans in 1942.
