He eredited the private enter
prise with the war production
achievement and warned
this svstem cannot
competition
owned and managed corpora-
tlons financed by the taxpayers.

“Private enterprise,” he sald,
“which must make a profit to
live and provide jobs, cannot
compete with' government-own-

(ed business” which is not under

the compulsion of making a re-
turn of invested capital.”

He ndded that private enter-
prise was threatened by “un-
reasanable government  control
and by an unstable system of |
taxation” which he said was |
“designed to conflscate wenlth.” !

Revolution Seen Aim l

Calling for repudiation of |
alien forces, Bricker chnrged
that “Browder and the Come

munists” were determined m‘
bring about a revolution, They
expect their revolution ta come
about by government and indus
trial confusion — “by setting
class agoinst class,” he eaid.
“"Having failed to bring it about
by open attacks on the Amerl
can system, they are determined
to bring it about by boring from
within.”

Brleker touched agaln on the
expected $300,000,000,000 post-
war national debt and sald that
“the New Deal will ratlonalize
anything."

“It will tell us that black is
white—that bankruptey and sol-
vency are one and the same
thing,* he said.
