ICONTROL OF WINE *

Through a special eall of the
members representing the Med
ford Ministerial association ae-
tlon was taken without a dls
senting volce In favor of the
“Burke BIl" a referendum
measure which If passed in the
November election puts fortified
wines snd other liguors confain-
ing over 14% alcohol out of tha
hands of pramisouous dealers
such as grocery stores, drug
#ldres, ete, and places (hem in
the state liquor Adlspensaries
where a permit h roquired to
purchase.

The ministers state: “Thia 1s
not m prohibition bill but a bill
of regulation. The passage of this
sot will make It more difficult
for minors o get fortitied wine.
Statistics reveal to us that fortk
fied wine causes more insénity
than any other [iquor sofd.”
The ministers reported they
were Influenced n thelr action
by a letter from Dr, J. C, Evans,
superintenclent of the Oregon
State hosplial, in which he stat-
ed: “It has been our experience
thet most of the drunkards ad-
mitted hete come from an overs
indulgence In fortitied wine, It
is safe to say that at least 50%
of them use this beverage, Jre
dinarily, when nsked why they
used fortified wine particularly
the usunl reply s, ‘Well, it i.
