Death by drowning Is due to
asphyxia (suffocation, depriva-
tion of air) end not to the few
spoonfuls or maybe the few
drops of water that may get
into the lungs. The postmortem
signs, therefore, @re those of
asphyxin, Little or nothing can
be proved by the finding of, or
by the absence of water (or
whatever fluid the victim is pre-
sumed to have drowned in) In
the lungs or In the bronchial
tubes, More characteristic of
drowning ls the presence of
clear or blood-tinged foam or
froth {ull of fine alr bubbles In
the windpipe and bronchial
tubes, Often water or whatever
fluld the victim drowned In is
found in the stomnch.

The goal
of the campaign s to ralse the
consumption level of milk to n
dally quart for every child and
n daily pint for every adult, The
figures on advisaple milk con-
sumption are based on sclentific
research,

selves onehalf cent n pound of

He sald he sure hated to get
up 80 early but he remembered
what hls dad was golng through
and so far he'd nevir missed a
day or been Iate for work,

Thinking of how old the father
must be, with a daughter 20 and
son 17, 1 asked, "Why did your
futher joln the Seabees? A man
his age didn't need to."

He hesitated, then replied,
“Yes, he did have to; he was
drafted. Dad's only 34, You see
he's my step father but we never
think about that. I don't think
he does either, He's been our
father for 10 years." Then look-
