The Double Cluster

By J. Hugh Pruett
Astronomer, General Extension
Divislon, University of Oregon
The astronomy students had
finished their work at the ob-
servatory and all had gone their
devious ways Into the night.
Alane under the stars, we had
put away and locked most of
the telescopes—all excepting one
—when came the desire to take
last fond look et the object
uver which the young people
had most enthused during the
evening, This was the splendid
double cluster of tiny stars in
the constellation of Perseus.
The Perseus cluster to the un.
plded eye 1s a dim nebulous
spot midway between the prin-
cipal stars of the groups Cas-
slopela and Perseus. At about 8
p. m, at this time of year this
cluster may be easlly located.
Trace from stralght overhesd
n short distance down toward
the northeast. Soon we come to
five fairly-bright stars arranged
in the form of a rather awk-
ward letter W, This Is Cassiopein,
Still lower, three stars In a
slightly eurved line mark the
body of Perseus., Between these
groups in a region of only dim
stars, good eyes on clear moon-
less nighls may detect a small,
faint, cloudy patch—truly an
unpretentious object,

What a complete transforma-
tion s the telescopic sight! The
circular ticld of view is allve
with glittering littla stars, dozens
and scores of them, most of
which are in two charming clus
ters near opposite sides of the
{leld, Some appear quite bright,
others dim, still others such
mere pin points of Iight on ‘he
background of dark blue that
they go and come at Intervals,
On good twinkling nights, thelr
rapid seintiliations remind one of
A swarm of very busy bees
Every one of them ls working
hard, even the tinlest, energeti-
cally trying to do Itz bit in the
program of the mighty universe.
One of the clusters is especial-
ly fascinating. In its center are
two stars, much brighter than
the others, which give the ap-
pearance of a rather wide
double, Very close to one of
{hese there Is a very small hall
circle of falnt stars in a very
delicate pattern—on the other
side a tangled mass of tiny stars.
When the air is very clear and
the observer watches' carefully,
the beauty of this pleturp Is en-
hanced by the irregular appear-
ance now and then throughout
the groun of the tinlest of the
tiny stellar points, as though
sharp needles were pricking the
curtaln of night and
