came ill. A prisoner ill enough
to be hospitalized seldom re-
covered, especially if he were a
Jew; he was gassed or given a
heart injection of carbolic acid.

Europe were transported to the
two extermination camps in the
hundreds of thousands. The Pol-
ish major described a "hygiene
institute" where German doctors
performed biological experi-
ments, with "male and female
prisoners, especially Jews."
