JEALOUSY CAUSE |
DOUBLE TRAGEDY
AT MYRTLE POINT

Myrtle Ponit, Ore., Dec. 12—
UR—Eugens E. Adams, 40, shot
and killed Mrs., Barbara Dah-
renn, seriously wounded Ed
Wasling and then committed
suicide, County Coroner W. O.
Campbell announced.

The shooting occurred Sunday
night at the home of Mr, and
Mrs, Ira L. Patridge, parents of
the slain woman, Campbell re-
lated. He said the Patridges came
to Myrile Point from Roseburg
18 months ago.

The story told by the coroner
was that Adams fired shots
through the window of the Pat-
ridge home where Mrs. Dahrenn
was watching Wasling and Pate
ridge play cards. The first shot
from the rifle killed the woman
and the second shot entered Was-
ling's breast and he is in a hos
pital with slllht chance for re=
covery,

Adams then turned the gum
on himself, dying Instantily,
Campbell reported.

The coroner sald no Inquest
would be held, He belleved jeale
ously was the motive,

Adams is survived by four
children in custody of his two
divorced wives.

Wasling has lived in Myrtle
Point for many years and is a
logging worker, He Is married
and has two children. Mrs. Dah-
reen ls survived by her divorced
husband, living near Roseburg,
and a child in his custody,
