Sorcalled “tincture of green
soap” of “liniment of soft soap"
Is excellent for washing scalp or
hair. This is a soap made of lin-
seed oil, with a little oil of lav-
ender, in alcohol. Any soap that
la suitable for tollet use is suit-
able for a shampoo. It is hardly
worth while medicating soap In
any clrecumstance, unless you in-
tend to keep the soap applied
long enough (many hours) to
get any effect from the medica-
ment. That is, for you and me—
it does beat the bugs what a
Hollywood star can get out of
the right brand of soap, doesn't
it?

Be sure to rinse the scalp and
halr’ repeatedly with tepid wa-
{er after a shampoo, to remove
all soap. It ls best to dry the
heir naturally by pressing a
towe] on it, and then letting it
dry in the ordinary room tem-
perature, rather than by apply-
ing heat or hot air,

There 1s no risk or danger of
any kind involved in golng out
Immediately afier washing the
scalp or halr. If you prefer to
harbor some gwint notlons about
this, suit your own fancy—ours
Is still a free country.

When the scalp and halr are
quite dry after shampoo it maey
be well to apply & few drops of
a sultahle oll to the scalp by
parting the halr and rubbing It
on the scalp with fingertips, or
by spraying it on the scalp from
tip of atomizer held almost:in
contact with the scalp, to re-
place the normal sebum or skin
oll removed by washing. Suit-
able for this purpose are fresh
olive oll, castor oll, sesame oll,
sweet almond oll, cotton seed
oil, but not mineral oil.
