The success of the recent Sixth War Loan may well
be compared with such successful military campaigns
as the invasion of Luzon and the battle of France.
Oregon’s home front victory was im ressive, with a
quota of $107 million.ov:ar-_sut.ascpbed y 46.9 percent,

ACKSON County's record was impressive, too. The
treasury department asked for $2,280,000; we

— |gave them $3,268,000. Six hundred thousand dollars

in “E” bonds were Jackson County’s share of the
state’s quota; smaller investors here bought 30.8 per
cent more than this amount. |

BUT periodical victories do not win wars. A firm
beachhead on Luzon is only a start for Mac-
Arthur’s conquering drive for the big island. The con-

uering of France is a stepping stone on the road to
aerlin. This war can be won only by sustained effort
BOTH on the battlefield and at home.

OUR war épending now runs about $270,000,000,
while tax reyenue brings in only about $112,000,-
000. This leaves $168,000,000 daily which must be
borrowed and the American people are the unli pres-
ent source of borrowing. Wage earnings are by far
the greatest source of the nation’s income, which
simply means that the men and women with jobs must
buy bonds at theé rate of $1568,000,000 a day if we keep
the war going and our economy sound. This means,
of course, that bond buying must become a regular
habit, not just confined to periodical war loan cam-

MOST IMPROBABLE

Democrats Maneuver For

If it is, they sald, they will
vote for confirmation, That is
the way they would like it to be,
because it would be embarras.
sing for them to have to vote
against their party leader's
choice for the post.

They have asked Wallace to
send an emissary to the com-
merce committee—which yester-
day voted against Wallace and
for divorcement of the RFC—or
to senate leaders with the sugges-
tion that his nomination be held
up until the RFC bill can be en-
reted. '

These senators, who never ob-
jected to the dual job of com-
merce secretary and loan admin-
istrator as long as Jones held it,
said Wallnce also might ask
President Roosevelt to inform
genate leaders that he would
sign the George bill taking the
RFC away from the commerce
department

That Wallace would do elther
of these things did not seem like-
ly, however. One of the more
articulate groups supporting
him, the businessmen for Wal-
lace commiltee, declared today
that he should get the commerce
post with all its RFC trimmings.
