FORTRESSES PAVE
WAY FOR ADVANCE
ON NAZI CAPITAL

Washington, Feb. 8 — UM —
Flying Fortresses of the Eighth
U. 8. air force helped pave the
way for Allled forces now ad-
vancing toward Berlin by blast-
ing the German capital with
15,116 tons of bombs in the last
11 months, an army air force
official said today.

The most recent atlack, in
which 2,268 tons of bombs were
dropped on Feb. 3, was the
“most devaatating" In the cam-
palgn, the officlal sald, edding
that 037 Fortresses participated
in it

Other bombed cities and the
tonnage of explosives dropped
on them by American flyers in-
clude Munich, which has heen
hit by 12,672 tons; Vienna, 12-
310; Cologne, 11.486; Merse-
berg, 10,528; Brunswick, 9,431;
Ludwigshafen, 8,412; Frankfurt,
#,313; Kassel, 0,102; Hamm, 8-
624; Hamburg, 8,387, Budapest,
7.007; Koblenz, 6,763; Saar
brucken, 6,378, and DMuenster,
6,343,

The official disclosed that the
10th air force, operating mgainst
{he Japanese in China, India and
Burma, dropped 10,318 tons of
bombs on the mermr in 1944.

HER ARMISTICE

Washington, Feb, 8 — QR —
A Congressional source said to-
day that the Itallan armistice
terms call upbn Italy to give up
al! her colonies, turn over the
Meditesranean fsland of Pan-
telleria to Great Britaln, and
possibly cede the Adrlatic port
of Triezte to Yugoslavia.

The srmistice terms, signed
on Sept. 3, 1043, have never
been made public despite con-
siderable agitation In this coun-
try and In Italy. The White
House, Stasle Depariment and
War Department have repeated.
Iy declined to do so on grounds
of military security.

The controversy over the
Italian armistice terms Is based
on charges that thay are too
harsh, and Italian sources have
felt that {s why the Allies never
havae made them public. The
armistice terms
axis satellites — Finland, Bul-
garia, and Hungary — were
made public immediatelys Italy
was a full-fledged axls member.

The congressional source said
that the terms were so harsh
that [Itallan Premler Ivanoe
Bonami sent Pregident Roose-
velt a 100-page letter last Sep-
tember listing specific lrl.!.w-
ances.
