terests of small stockholders,
Actlon on these bills was di-
rectly a by-product of the battle
by our side of the house (Rep.)
fo keep the George Bill from
coming to the floor,

Under a procedure known ss
“Calendar Wednesdsy,” which
has been dispensed with for some
years, any regular committee
may call up a bill for action
on the floor, The majority lead-
er decided to use this means of
bringing the George Bill out,
But he overlooked the fact that
the Calendar Wednesdny rule
also requires that commitiees be
ealled in a certain order. The
committes on judiclary, con-
trolled by anti-Wallage Demo-
crats, comes shead of the bank-
Ing and currency committes on
the list as it is called, When the
clerk reached judiclary on the
list, the chairman of that com-
mittee took the floor and called
up the Insurance bill. After It
was actéd upon, he then called
up the Hobbs Bill.

Under
the loan provisions of the GI
bill passed by the last congress,
there have been a total of near
ly 6400 applications of velerans
filed for eligibility for govern-
ment guaranty.

‘tage of the loan provisions of
veterans’ legislation, Veterans
must first file an application for
a certificate to establish their
eligibility for the loan, When
eligibility is established, the loan
application may be filed, The
Veterans Adminlstration guar-
anteas up to 50% of any loan,
but not to exceed a total loan
guaranty of $2000. The loan
guaranty may be divided up on
saveral different loans if the vet-
eran so desires, All lending Is
done by individuals or private
ngeneies who may desire to ex-
tend credit to the veteran. If
thers are any veterans of the
present war who desire informa-
tion, I shall be glad to wsend
them a pamphlet giving ques-
