A bill to create Small Claims
Departments in Justice Courts

ity for small-time rackeleers to
flourish, they said. They main-
fained that every defendant was
entitled to his day in a real
court, and that the informal
Small Claims Courts would be
against the “dignity” of the
bench.

A bill to place a tax on domes-
tic as well as foreign insurance
companies passed the House
(HB-390).
