Any of these medicines may
produce unpleasant or danser-ou- s

effects such as tinnitus
(ringing or other noises tn ears),
vertigo, deafness, nausea. So far
as untoward or dangerous by- -

effects are concerned, aspirin is
little if any safer than other
salicylic add compounds. In my
opinion usptrln has no remedial
value other than the relief It

may give to ache or pain. I do
not believe It cures or helps In
the cih--e of any ailment or di
sease.

Recently some good physic
ians have administered by slow
injection . Into a vein large
mounts of sodium salicylate
s much as 10 Gm. (nearly 190

grains) dissolved In nearly a
quart of salt solution every day
for four days In acute rheuma-
tic fever, with astonishing relief
for the sick child (most cases of
rheumatic fever occur in child-

hood).
One of the risks in such treat-

ment Is prolongation of clotting
time, which would increase the
hazards of hemorrhagic compli-
cations from the damage the
rheumatic infection Itself does to
the blood vessels. But this risk
la largely guarded against by
giving the patient a d e q u at e
amounts of vitamin K, which is
