STARVATION DIET

0. A. Thompson, pastor of the
Medford Seventh-day Adventist
church has received a letter
from Forest Prati, who with his
family was recently rescued
from a Japanese prison camp on
Luron Island. The men were
assoclated In missionary work in
the Far East some years ago.

Relating experlences of the
three-year internment, Pratt said
they were given a starvation diet
from the first. Toward the lat-
ter days of the ordeal the diet
Included less than 700 calories
daily, The missionary, normally
a large man, was reduced to 130
pounds and his wife to 88
pounds.

One night, the misslonary
wrote, 800 Internees were evacu:
ated because of bombings. They
were allowed to take only an
over-night bag, a blanket and 8
mosquito net. Upon thelr return
