GRUESOME STORY
JF JAP BUTCHERY
TOLD IN MANILA

By Hichard G. Harrls

Manila, March 31.—UPR—An

official report revealed toduy
that the Japanese In thelr rape
of Manila butchered *elpless
women and children with bayo
cels, shot men by the hundreds
and wantonly destroyed places
of worship.

The atrocities were brought to
light in a moss of documentary
evidence furnished by the people
who survived the ordeal and by
American military personnel.

Major Views Sites

Perhaps the most damaglng
affidavit was that of Major
David V. Binkley, a 3Tth divi
slon medlieal officer, He person
ally Inspected many mass alro
city scenes, but the worst was
near the Manila rallway station
where he saw the bodies of 113
men, women and children—all
shot and bayonetted,

Many of the adults and some
of the older children were tied
before they were shot, Binkley
sald. The very small children
were killed without being tied

At De La Balle college, Bink-
ley found the bodles of 76 moen.
women, and children of various
ages scattered over the grounds

“Some of the women were
pregnant,” he testified. "“The
breasts of one woman had been
cut off. All the bodies were
plerced by several bayonet
wounds,

Children Not Spared
“At the Campos residence on

Taft avenue, 45 women, most of
whom wore slacks, were found
Evidence of assault was appar
ent on many of the women and
several women had been plerced
through the genital organs by
Jap bayonets, Counted among
the group were severnl children
all of whom were cruelly bayo
netted.”

At the rear of a gasoline sta
tion, Binkley found 48 bodies
eight of them women, all with
the hands tied behind the back
Nearby lsy a mother and her
two children. The woman was
face down with an arm around
each child. They had been slash
ed to death apparently with n
saber,

Col. J. D. Frederick, of the
120th Infantry, revealed that an
estimated 400 bodies were found
In three different places in the
Fort Santiago sector. Death hag
resulted from shooting, bayone
ting or starvation. The majority
:)1’ ;hba vietims were men from 25
uJ .

Dead In Layers

All died with their hands ted
behind their backs and  their
bodies were piled layer after
layer as the Japanese riddied
them with bullets,

A Filipino nurse discloyed
how a Japanese soldler, irked by
a baby's cries, shol her in the
legs, Jubbed his bayonet into the
Infant's head and then shot the
child's mother and nunt,
