James F. Byrnes, In his week-
end report to congress, estimated
that 30 per cent of the nation's
resources In malerials would be
avallable for civilian production
within nine months after the end
of the war in Europe. As facill-
ties are released {rom war work,
thessa materials will find their
way Into the durable goods that
have virtually disappeared from
the American scene sitce Pear]
Harbar.

Byrnes gave tha American
people this post V-E day pre-
view:

manpower, wages and prices,
