Winner In Race For Berlin

To Be Revealed In Few Days
By BOYD LEWIS

United Press War Correspondent
Psris, April 18. (U.R) The next few .days of operations In

Germany, it appeared today, will reveal whether the Americans
or the Russians will take Berlin.

The swift advance of the U. S. ninth army had given rise to
belief the Americans would be the first to march down Unter Pen
Linden. But with the opening of the red army offensive the opinion
in many quarters was that the Russians will take the reich capital.

There Is considerable mystery regarding the nature and extent
of the liaison between Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower and the Russian

high command.
Supreme allied headquarters has Just reissued Eisenhower's

statement at a press conference last February that liaison with
the Russians Is as good as he could wish for. At the same time a
more definite statement on the subject has been given for the
Information only of correspondents.

It has been revealed that an operational boundary line exists,
dividing the zones of American and Russian operations. But
where that line has been drawn has not been made public.

Gen. Omar N. Bradley has brought his twelfth army group
forces well up along the Mulde river line. It is not yet clear
whether the Mulde is the dividing line or whether
the line is further east.

However, it is now evident that considerable mopping up and
consolidation of positions may be required along the Mulde.
Supplies must be brought up over extended lines of communication
and this may dictate a brief halt.

It appeared certain that the next operation of American and
Russian forces would be aimed at the destruction of the German
armies before they can retire into the southern redoubt.
The "redoubt" is imperilled by the U. S. seventh army's advance
into the Nuernberg area as well as the Soviet advance along the
Vienna-Lin- z axis.

Such operations could be coordinated If the western and eastern
armies smashed through the elongated German middle and then
wheeled south to pinch off the survivors.

Brig. Gen. Ralph Cowgill, In
Medford on business yesterday
in connection with the Oregon
National Guard, of which he is
commander, informed friends
that he had received details of
the death of his son, Sgt. Ralph
Cowgill, who passed away May
31, 1942, In McDonald Hospital,
Philippine Islands, while the
young man was a prisoner-ofwa- r

of the Japanese. He was a mem-
ber of the 31st infantry.

Gen. Cowgill received his in-

formation from an army doctor
who recently returned to this
country from the Philippines
after having been released by
the invading armies. The doctor
informed the general that Sgt.
Cowgill made the infamous
March of Death, which he sur-

vived, but that he died later in
the hospital.

The young man attended Med-
ford grade school here as a boy
and entered the National Guard
through the Medford unit. He
'later belonged to a Portland
company and entered the regu-
lar army from there. Other sur-
vivors are his mother and a
sister Juanita, of Portland.
