NO COMPULSORY LABOR
BILL, The overwhelmling rejoc
tion by the sonate to the econfer
ence commiltee version of the
manpower bill apporently wrote
an end to the consideration of
that subject by this eongress
Chalrman May of the House
Military Affalrs Committee snys
members of hls committee will
not even continue in conferenco
sesslons, The bill Is dead, and
it Is Just s well, Paul V, Me
Nutt, chalrman of the War Man
power Commission, says there s
a positive betterment in the
employment sltuation.” Produe
tion continues ot & high level
Victory in Europe seems bui a
short time away, In spite of the
loud talking on the subject,
there is no need of labor deaft
legisiation,

Actually the question of how
much war production will be
eut back following V-E Day (s
much more serious It is prelty
certain that no one has any
positive answer as to how much
the cut-back should be. Figures
ranging from 109 up ns nigh as
80% have been kicked around
rather carclesaly during the last
six weeks. The Byrnes report
on  reconversion planning re
vealed that there hns been very
little accomplished. The two

A DOUBLECHECK ON DI
RECTIVES, My good friend,
Congressman Errett P, Scrivner
of Knnsas, hns Introduced a res
olution which I hope will ulti
mately be adopted by the Con
gress,  His  proposal simply
would require all executive
agencles to submit drafts of all
orders and directives to appro
printe committees of Congress
for review prior to becoming
offective, The purpose of such
a review would be for the com:
mittes to determine whether or
not a directive conforms with
the lotter of the law ns passed,
and with the Intent of Congreas.

During the past two years,
numerous laws passed by Con-
gress have been administered by
the executive department in a
way Congress never Intended
In a few instances, directives
and executive orders have gone
outside of the letter of the laws
themselves.
