Enemy Can't Stand High
Rate Much Longer, Says
Adm. Mitscher,

Guam, Sunday, May 13—(UP)
—(Via Navy Radio}—The high
rate of destruction of Japanesc
alreraft—more than 3,500 since
the start of the Okinawa cam-
palgn—indicated today Ameri-
can airmen will find the skies
relatively free of enemy planes
when the all-out air war is laun-
ched against the Nipponese hoine
islands.
