What to do?

That depends on the value of
the knee. If it 18 not essentinl

cartilage,

that full use of the knee be re | e

covered or retained, one can
drift along, half crippled, fooling
with liniments, diels, manipula-
tion, nostrums, trick healers—
there are so many divertisements
of that sort available nowadays.
On the other hand, if one can't
afford to be so handicapped
there are two alternatives, nume-
1y, keeplng the knee always sup-
ported with an elastic bandage
ind elastic splints, or submitting
to surgical removal or anchoring
of the looge body. This operation
Ig by no means so formidable ag
it may seem to the uninitiated—
it was pretty sorious to open the
knee Joint in the days before
useptic surgery, but not now,
