Adolf Didn't Tell Reichstag
of Pearl Harbor For Days
—Aid to Japs Sketchy.

He hemmed and hawed for
four days before he eould decide
what to do about it. Only at 3
p.m. Thursdny did the reichsiag
hear his declaration of war,

The die was cast only after
Hitler's naval advisers told him
that Japan could take care of the
United States single handed, and
that the United States couldn't
ferry troops and supplies to Eur-
ope.

Little Aid Given
These pleces of Information,
and a picture of how lgnorant
the Nazis were of Japanese plans
and  activity, emerged today
from material obtained by allied

authorities from high German
officers and captured stote

Nothing more than sketchy
Ilnison ever existed between Geor-
many and Japan, the so-called
wlljes, There never was any co-
ordinated grand strategy. M.
tual aid never went beyond the
trivial stage.

By the sutumn of 1041 the
Germans were convinced that
war with America was inevit-
eble. But they thought it would
be delaved untll spring. and
then probably by some process
of spontaneous combustion re-
milting from U. 8. naval convoy-
ing of war material to Britain,

Hitler was at Berchlesgaden
on Dee, T—"the day that will
live in Infanmy.” The news of
Penrl Harbor was conveyed to
him about 11:30 that night. The
next morning he flew back to
Berlin in a private plane.

But Oshimn's reassurances
enusged him to delay his decision
and put off the meeting of the
reichstng.

He talked agaln with his nd-
vicers Wednesday, Finnlly he
wae convinced that the United
States had been knocked out as
a naval power, He was impress:
ed tremendously by the effec-
tiveness of the Jopanese torpedo
bombers on the Prince of Wales
and Repulse.

And thus he came to the de-
cislon to declare war, and so
give his U:boats full freedom of
getion ngainst American convoys
in the Atlantie,
