The Russian Problem

The Russian issue, like ancient Gaul, is divided into
three parts,—left, right and center.

And two of these three parts are extremely parti-
san in character,—the left and right,

The left is so pro-Russian, it okehs everything
Stalin says and does,—the Muscovite dictator liter-
ally can do no wrong. '\.Nh.atc-wer Russia does is right.

THE right is just as extreme the other way. Russia

can do nothing right, and is always wrong. To
this group Stalin is a menace to human liberty and
decency only second to the late Adolf Hitler. ~War
between Russia and the Anglo-American alliance,
they maintain, is certain and the sooner the boss of
the Kremlin is wiped.nff ih.e map the better,

IN between these two extremes is the center—the
middle-of-the-roaders who, as usual, are right.

For they are both realistic and fair-minded.

They can see that Russia, as led and symbolized by
Stalin, is neither saint nor devil, but a large crude and
vesourceful nation, suddenly raised to a positjon of
tremendous power, and having reached that eminence
the hard way, is hard-hoiled and cynical in its deter-
mination to hang ont.n i.t. at :ill costs.

THIS group believes one of the most important post-
war problems, as far as the United States is con-
cerned will be to maintain amity and cooperation be-
tween the three great world powers,—Britain, Russia
and the United States. . ‘
But they don't believe the way to accomplish this
in Russia’s case is to be blind to Russia's faults or
fail to oppose Russia and oppose her vigorously when
she is wrong. By the same token this group helieves
in backing up Russia.wlzen. sh_e i.s right. :

THE future peace of the world depends largely upon
which of these three groups prevails and deter-
mines the policy of the United States.
The most dangerous would be control by the ex-
treme right. But control by the extreme left would
come a close second.
The only hope for avoiding eventual trouble, if not
conflict will be for the moderates, the middle-of-the-
roaders to gain control and maintain it for the post-
war decade at least.

This will take all we have of tolerance, tact and
patience.—R.W.R.

The Flag Over Iwo

Congress made Old Glory the national emblem
on June 14, 1777. That makes the Stars and Stripes
168 years old tomorrow.

Somehow, this beloved flag has assumed even
greater significance than before since Joe Rosenthal
climbed a hill on Iwo Jima and took that picture of
a few Yanks raising it over bitterly won Jap territory.
Into the fabric of that flag is woven the epic of the
greatest political experiment ever made by man—an
experiment in simple justice, in liberty for all, in
tolerance and human decency, in government of the
people, by the people.f a:‘u:I _fm: tl:e people.

THOSE things for which this flag stands inspired
men to die at Bunker Hill and Brandywine, It
enabled them to endure the suffering of Valley Forge
and gave them the strength to win at Yorktown. The
spirit of our inalienable rights—“Life, liberty an d the
ursuit of happiness”—was then symbolized in the

tar Spangled Banner.

ND so it has been, down through the years, the
Stars and Stripes has stood forth as a banner of
freedom, battle scarred and hallowed by martyred
gons at Shiloh, Gettysburg, Santiago and Chateau
Thierry. A million sons today have spilled their blood
or died at Corregidor, Guadalcanal, Tarawa, on the
beach of Normandy or bulge of Bastogne—a glorious
saga of simple devotion, of high courage, and firm
resolution that all those priceless liberties and priv-
ileges for which Old Glory stands “shall not perish

from the earth”, N R,
