Walue Limit Raised on
Constructlon on Farms

Under an liberalized WPB
order affecting farm construc-
tion, farmers may spend up to
£$1,000 in a calendar year for
farm dwelling construction, re
modeling and repair, and nn ad-
ditlonal $1,000 for construction
of other farm bulildings, an-
nounces R. B, Taylor, chalrman
of the state AAA committee
Previously the maximum per
farm wns $1,000, including not
more than $200 for farm dwel-
Hngs,

Any new farm construction
for dwellings or service build-
ings which exceeds the 1lwo
$1,000 allowances requires WPB
approval. Farmers may apply
at county AAA offices for lum-
ber permits for repair and con:
struction not requiring WFB ap-
proval. Most county lumber
quotas are limited, however, and
not all farm needs can be met.

Cattle Marketings Are
21 Per Cent Above 1844

Marketings of cattle during
the first four months of this year
have been at an all-time high.
Cattle arrivals at the 68 prin
elpal public stockyards during
the January-April period ran 21
per cent above a year earlier,

Slightly more than 14 per cent
of the receipts were shipped
back to the country for further|
grazing and feeding, of about
the same proporiion as a year
esrlier, but less than in each of
the previous three years, 1041-
431, Slightly less than half the
receipts were taken out of the
markets for local slaughter—
near the yards where they were
recelved—eompared with about|
86 per cent m year earlier and
about 62 per cent In 1841 and
1042, The incrense In federally-
ingpected slaughter during the
four-month period totaled 445,
000 head. There also sppears to
be an increase of about 480,000
cattle in uninspected slaughter
over the previous year, probably
reflecting to m conslderable ex-
tent slaughter In viclation of
OPA price regulstions,

Thin Peaches Soon
For Most Benafit

Peaches should be thinned
soon in order to obtain the
greatest benefit from the thin-
ning. How much to thin is al-
ways the big guestion and easy
answers are not nvallable Tt i3
known however that it requires
25 or 30 leaves to produce one
fruit, Large leaves produce
more than small ones.

If you have many trees to
thin it will pay to spend a little
time counting leaves on a few
branches. ‘This will enable you
to estimate closely the leaves
per fruit. This Is the only exacl
way to be sure you are thinning
properly. Heavler thinning will
reduce the tonnage but Increase
{he size of the individual frults.

The fruits are spaced as unlk
formly over the tree as possible,
Where fruit Is plentiful only ane
fruit Is left on each spur. It is
best to leave more fruils near
the base of shoots and on the
larger wood and thin more
heavily on shoot tips and the
ends of long limbs. Thiz will
help reduce breakage to some
extent,
