torious Strepococcus which may
produce severe cri (acute respir
atory infection) in another per
son. Likewise people who have
chronic tonsillitis (not simple hy
pertrophy or enlargement of ton-
sils such as is more or less nor
mal in childhood) may be "ear
ners" ol a similar strain of
Streptococcus which produces
acute cri in those who happen to
be caught in cough, sneeze, or
polite conversational spray.
