Independence Day Changes

Tomorrow is Independence Day,

Because of the war it won't be the usual, traditional
Independence Day.

And also because of the war there has heen a radi-
cal change in the meaning of independence, as related
to nations, :

In the literal sense of the term there is no longer
any sich “animule.” 1

We mean nations are not, and can not be indepen-
dent in the sense this was true when our forefathers
fought for American independence some 170 years

ago.
THE war now closing has revealed this fact strik-
in ]:\".

Whe%‘l the war broke out in Europe in 1989 not.one
American in a thousand wanted his country to get
into it. And 999 of the people believed this country
could keep out of it,

But as the war progressed it hecame more and more
apparent that this country could not. We had broken
completely away from England in the direction of
government, but not policy.

A YEAR before Germany declared war on the
United States this country had come to realize
that the United States could not afford to see England
beaten and her fleet destroyed. Not because of such
great love for England, but because of our depend-
ence upon her in the matter of naval protection in the
Atlantie.

This is only one example of many, where two
nations, entirely independent of each other politically
are not, and ean not be, in policy. In any erisis n-
volving force they are mutually dependent whether
they like to be or don't.

« & & & @»
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WHAT is true in the realm of international rela-
tions, where the larger nations are c.nncemed,
is even more true regarding the smaller nations, |
One heard a great deal about “national independ- |
ence” at the San Franciseo Conference and the desire
for it was,—and is,—in many parts of the world in-|
tense, !
But nothing was more clearly demonstrated there |
than that it just CAN'T be done. Complete independ- |
ence in any realistic sense for the smaller nations |
can't be realized any more in this closely related and |
highly competitive wgrl:i. .It has gone with the dodo. |

FOR in the realm of international relations, Lh(,: small
nation alone iz completely helpless. There,|
whether we like it or don’t, power polities still rules, |
Such a nation can be independent internally,—yes.
But not when the nation enters the foreign field, and |
opposition is encountered. ) .
For there as of today, three large nations rule the |
world,—Britain, Russia and the United States. And |
with Germany and Japan eliminated, the five great
owers (France and China added), promise to rule
or many decades to come. _

S0 what can a small power, or any likely combina-
tion of small powers, do? Nothing unless they can
secure aid from one or more of the “Quintumvirate.

N other words while the desire for national inde-
pendence is as strong,—perhaps stronger,—today
than ever before, internationally it has practically
ceased to exist especially as far as the smaller nations
are concerned. )
And as we see it, there will be no revival as long as |
there is no radical change in the nature of modern
war,—for no nation can succeed in war today without
tremendous manpower and tremendous mass produc-
tion, and this capacity is confined to the five
powers,—to only two actually, to the other three
potentially.
So what?
Does this mean a backward step as far as a peace-
ful world and human freedom are concerned? Not
as we see it. There is every reason in fact to believe
that for the individual his welfare and his personal
freedom will steadily increase.
But it probably does mean, less actual freedom of
action and independence for nations, and ospogmll_\-
the smaller ones: because the post war world will be |
a far more interDEPENDENT world, and because of |
the nature of modern war, very likely, a better and
more peaceful one! |
