Atom Bomb Plant
Sabotage Foiled

Oak Ridge, Tenn., Aug. 15
(U.P.) It was revealed today that
a "planned attempt" was made
to sabotage the American atomic
bomb project here and that it
was thwarted by a specially
trained unit of the army's coun-
ter Intelligence Corps.

Military agents were assigned
to this home of the nation's top
secret weapon and formed the
nucleus of an organization which
successfully protected the secret,
an army release disclosed.

Key scientists working on the
development of the bomb were
constantly guarded, the army
said.

(UP.) Two soldiers, Pvt. Her-ber- n

W. Reid, 21, and Pvt. Clin-
ton Stevenson, 30, were hanged
this morning at Camp Beale in
the first official army execution
at the post, Gen. Oscar B. Ab
bott, commanding officer, an
nounced.

Stevenson was sentenced in
an army court martial several
months ago for stabbing to death
a fellow soldier on a labor leave
in Is'.cton, Calif., more than a

year ago. Reid was convicted on
a charge of raping a Marysville,
Calif., girl.
