34,000 PRISONERS

10 GET MEDICAL
CARE ERE RETURN

Hospital Ships Await Them
—Malnutrition and Beri-
beri Noted

Aboard Adm. Badger's flag-
ship, Tokyo Bay, Aug. 20—UF
—All of an estimated 34,000 al-
Hed war prisoners in Japan will
be given medical ecare belore
their return to the United Stoles,
Cmdr, Joel T, Boone, third fleet
surgeon, said today.

Boone, formerly White House

physician during the Harding,
Coolidge and Hoover administra-
tions, told correspondents aboard
the San Diego that armange-
ments were being completed to
care for the released prisoners
of war. Already three great
white-painted hospital ships
have joined fleet units in Sagami
bay and are expected to enter
Tokyo bay soon.

All the prisoners, at least
5,000 of whom need immediate
medical attentlon, necording to
International Red Cross reste-
sentatives, “will be secreensd
through medieal facilitiex to de
termine their physical condition
prior to returning home,” Boone
said.

This, he explained, was “in
order 1o make sure all of them
are physically able to stand the
trip. Much malnutrition has
been reported, requiring special
strengthening diets, and there s
much beri-beri.

“Dr. Marcel Junod, Swiss Red
Cross representative who has
been checking the prisoner of
war camps, told me the prison-

ers feel an intense I(solation,”
Boone said.
“That's why we are lelting

them know that the first con-
cern of all Americans fram the
president on down is for their
quick release and safe return.'
