Japan will take her first step
towards limited democricy to-
morrow (Tuesday) when the diet
begins its twoday extraordinary
gession to prove to a suspiclous
world that Japan really repents
for her wars of aggression and |
desires 1o live at frank peace
with her betlers.

The first step In Japanese re-
demption must necessarily be
the elimination of the milltarist
clique from any hand In govern-
ment and the substitution of a
popular government by general)
elections. A second step must be |
thie reform of the Japanese l:lc--:-|
toral system by the permanent
elimination of the Nippon Seiji
party which ruled with an iron|
hand and the revival of st least|
two and If possible an unlimited
number of political parties,

Tokyo dispatches report that
the two big parties, Minsel and
Ssgyu, which were supplanted by
the Nippon Seijl, are to be re-
vived, but if Japan is to hecome |
really democratic there must be |
labor and agrarian minority par-
ties, and perhaps even the in-
ternational parties, Socialist and
Communist.

Japan wvery apparently Is In
for a shock when the truth of
her military defeat and deficlen-
ey is told to the diet this week,
Prince Naruhlkae Higashi-Kuni,
althaugh a general i the army,
holds no brief for the military
caste. Ho has announced his in-
tention of telling the diet, hence
telling the Japanese people the
full story.

He will tell, for example, that
450,000 people were Killed in
the bomb ralds, 85,000 of them
alone in Horoshima in the first

shock because until now official |
statistics have never gone be-
yond a total of 200,000 casual-
ties,

It Is an Interesting comparison
that our air ralds alone took a
total of Jap llves mora than 3
Limes greater than the tatal nume.
ber of American lives sacrificed
in the whole Pacific war on all
fronts, Against Tokyo's new estl
mites of 450,000 air raid dead,
official Washington casunlty re-|
parts show that the war against |
Japan cost the United States B2,-
207 lives, Of the 165,666 wound-
ed many returned to action. Of
the 20,5811 “missing,” barely
1,000 have been safely recovered
from Jap hellhole prison camps.
It Is likely thut many thousands
will never return alive from pri-
non camps which were as bad as
anything in Germany,

Japan's outatanding hope for
democracy lies undoubtedly m‘
her laborious masses, long ex-|
ploited ruthlessly by the big-busl:

| ness classes which were an am- |

bitiois for empire as were the
milltarists — for emplire meant
trade monopolies and rich re
wurces 1o tap.

Until now that potential lib-
oral core hias pever been effec.
tively organized. Neither tho sec.
ond nor the third Interantionsd
ever made progress on an exten.
sive scale in Japan, despite the
fact that the Japanese worker
was exploited to a greater de-|
gree than in any western coun-
try.

The greatest menace to demos

It was political tradition that
the minister of war was a gen-
eral on active duly. When the
army clinue wanted to averthrow
a cabinet, they metely resorted
to a trick—they moved the min-
ister of war from active duty
to the reserve. That brought the
cabinet down.

Now however, Hirohito Hhas
made it impossible for the mili-
{arists to play that game by pam-
ing his blood relative, Prince
Naruhiko to the dual post of
premier and ministor of war, He
i ain active general and he can-
not be put on the retlved list
without gravely offending the
emperor. )

The Japanese militarists,
tricky, ambitious, conniving,
never told Japan the truth about
the war. Their  communigues
padded our losses, minimized |
thelr own. Not only did they
completely fool the Japanese
peaple who were stunned by 1ho|
emperor's proclamation of xur-|
render, but apparently they fool-
ed themselves.

1t is doubtful if anyone oulside
the imperinl general staff really
knew after Midway that the war
was lost. Prince Naruhlko in-
tends o tell the trith to the diel,
If he does he may shock Jap-
anese publle opinion Into at lenst
& mental reaction against the
militarists,

But the milltarist menace ve-|
mains. It Is & sizeable part of the
most influential part of the Jap-
anese population, and it is out of
step with the rest of the world,
Still imbued with the age-old
Shinto rellgion and the Samural
traditions Ahe militarist caste
continued to belleve that Japan
is designed to rule the world and
that this, their first sethack, is
but an accident which time can
ropair. Only Japanese demo-
cracy, the rule of the people, ap-
pears today as a likely deterent
to the Shinto-Samurnl rile |
