Shows Little of War On

Surface; Supplies Found.

Nara, Central Japan, Sept, 28
| UR—On the surface, Nara has
| been In another world from war.

The parks, temples. shrines
and business houses of Japan's
| first capital ara much the same
| as they have been for hundreds
of yvears. The people are still
provincinl, rather than Industrial
or military-consclous aa are the
people of Tokyo or Osaka.

But underneath you can feel
the greater spirit of Old Japan
and ancient principles, probably
because this once was the re-
lglous and historic center of the
empire.

Untouched By Bombs

Nara has been untouched by
bombs, Nestled at the foot of
green mountains, it looks like
another country, While the peo-
ple of Osaka, Kobe, Tokyo and
Yokohama trudged through rub-
ble, wearing bewlldered or even

Although Nara ls surrounded
by farms, which looked prosper-
ous enough to feed the populace,
there have not been sufficlent
imports.

dren for bayonet practice with
sticks.
