Dr. Brady the teeth — in
the 527 pages of the new edition
one word Is conspicuously mis
sing, at least in any significant
assaclation — the word tooth-
brush.

Now T hope you will not sus-
pect there is some eollusion here
or that I had anything to do with
the findings Dr. Price sets forth
in this “profound significant
bopk'—I quote the quolation
from Prof. Earnest A, Hooton's
foreword, Dr, Price probably
never had heard of me when he
was gathering the datn and writs
ing the book. No, Dr. Price
didn't distover me. 1 discovered
Dr. Price, his book, and 1 tell
the world | now feel much more
sanguine nbout the fate of the
notion. What Dr. Price does
NOT say about the five-and-ten-
cent gesture of Wiseacre Yankee
customers glves me new hope
that Americans of the future may
have some teeth.

Doctors and dentists reading
this squily will, T imngine, under.
stand what I mean when I say
that fourfifihs of the new books
1 buy (that is, books in the field
of medicine, hyilene, dentistry,
nutrition, health) are hardly
worth shelf-space, Every profes
slonal man or woman must get
stung by most of the textbooks
that are so Indusiriously promot-
ed by the lextbook publishers
nowndays.

Well, this $5.50 volume of Dr,
Price's serves to sweeten up the
sour laste 1 get every time I run
my eve over the yards and yards

of publishers' execelslor I have
been sold these last few years,

Any one who can enjoy read-
ing other than the headlines and
the so-called comic stripteases|
will enjoy “Nutrition and Physi-
cal Degeneration''—it is as in-|
teresting as an article about some |
strange place or people in tlm‘
National Geographic .‘rluunzlnu.{
If your public library hasn't the
book, surely the investment
would be of Ihestimable benefit
to the community,

To give you an idea—if you
Just won't read the book !nrf
yoursell—Dr, Price tells of the
peaple in the Loetschental Valley
in Switzerland, hemmed in and
almost exclusively Isolated by
snow-ciapped Alps from the out-
er world, Examination of the
school children (six to sixtecn
yvears old) there revealed that
only one out of three children
had a cavily or a defective tem-
porary or permanent tooth. The
nutrition of the people thers con-
sists largely of whole rye bread,
cheese, fresh milk of goals or
cowl, some meat perhaps once
a week, and a Hmited amount of
green gurden stuff grown in the
short summer. It is elear why
they have healthy bodies and
sound teeth, remarks Dr. Price,
There, 1 think, you have a book
in a sentence.
